So says Hayden Mowatt, overall winner of our 2009 T-Shirt Design Contest. We couldn’t agree
more with his directive. Mowatt, a third grader from Greene Central School in Greene, NY (Chenango
County), submitted his entry, a picture of several cell phones along with the slogan above, in hopes of
winning an iPod, one of the contest’s great prizes. His creative, reproducible, and timely design earned
him just that.

The judging panel for the contest included Beth Hurny, Director of Youth and Parenting Services
at Prevention Network/OCAA; Tom Gilhooly, Art Director at Eric Mower and Associates; and Maura
Bowman, Communications Specialist at Prevention Network/OCAA. Together, they faced the task of
studying the entries (414 in all!) and choosing drawings from each age category that best displayed a
solid Prevention Message, Originality, and interesting Communication Style. The judges’ decisions
were difficult, to say the least, but the following 9 entries were ultimately chosen:
